LITURGICAL PRESCRIPTIONS FOR THE GREAT FAST AND HOLY AND GREAT WEEK 
The Divine Liturgy is not celebrated on Mondays through Fridays of the Great Fast, or on the first three days of Holy and Great Week, except 
for the Feast of the Annunciation, March 25th.  This also applies in the case of Funerals, at which time only the Office of Christian Burial (Funeral 
Service) is celebrated.  A Memorial Divine Liturgy will be celebrated after Holy Pascha. 
The Divine Liturgy of Saint John Chrysostom is celebrated on Saturdays (except for Holy and Great Saturday), and on the Feast of the 
Annunciation and Palm Sunday. 
The Divine Liturgy of Saint Basil the Great is celebrated for all the Liturgies of the Sunday observance, and on Holy and Great Thursday. 

EPARCHIAL FASTING AND ABSTINENCE REGULATIONS 
Strict Fast and Abstinence from meat, eggs, and dairy products is to be observed on Pure Monday, March 3rd, and on Holy and Great Friday, 
April 18th, by all of the adult faithful of the Eparchy who receive Holy Communion. 
Simple Abstinence from meat is to be observed on all Wednesdays and Fridays of the Great Fast, and is recommended on Holy and Great 
Saturday, by all the faithful of the Eparchy who receive Holy Communion. 
The Pastor can grant a dispensation or a commutation for a just cause.

The Liturgy of the Presanctified Gifts will be celebrated on Wednesdays at 6:30 pm.  The Akathistos Hymn to the Theotokos will be celebrated 
on Fridays at 6:30 pm.  A Vesperal Divine Liturgy of Saint John Chrysostom will be celebrated on the Feast of the Annunciation, Tuesday, March 
25th, at 6:30 pm.
